In an effort to keep the application process consistent and fair for each applicant, we ask that you read and understand ANEW’s by-laws, purpose and guidelines as detailed on the website at www.evansvilleanew.org before submitting your application.  
ANEW is an organization designed to support and encourage women as they strive to achieve success in business, industry and the professions.  Membership is by invitation, subject to Board approval according to ANEW’s by-laws, and limited to career women whose job responsibilities identify them as a manager
, executive
, professional
, entrepreneur
 or proprietor
.  Job responsibilities, educational background, and community involvement are the criteria evaluated to determine membership eligibility.
GUIDELINES:
· The application must be fully completed in order to be eligible for review.

· Submitting a resume with your application is preferred.
· Application process:

· Applications are reviewed monthly by both the Board of Directors and the Membership Committee, therefore it can take up to 60 days to receive a response.

· Applicants are notified by e-mail upon membership acceptance or denial.
· All approved applicants are required to attend an orientation within 90 days of membership acceptance.

· Membership dues are $240 per ANEW’s fiscal year (January-December). Lunch is provided to members making a reservation by 2 pm on the Friday prior to the monthly membership meeting.
· Do not enclose payment at this time.  
  Upon application approval, an invoice will be sent.
· Renewing membership:

· Dues received by December 31st are $240

· Dues payment received between January 1-31st are $255.

· Dues payment received between February 1-15th are $280

· Members not renewing by February 15th are asked to reapply for membership.

· Membership, annual dues, reservations and lunches are non-transferable.

· Members are encouraged to bring guests to the monthly membership meetings who are good candidates for membership.

· Guests may visit two times in a calendar year.

· Guest meeting/lunch fees are $22 each. (exceptions: special events, annual meeting and holiday luncheon)

· Members must make a reservation for their guest.
· Members are responsible for the guest’s lunch fee should the guest fail to use the reservation.
